PREFABRICATED BUILDINGS 

PREFABRICATED BUILDINGS 
•	 Governs the construction of prefabricated buildings. These buildings are intended for use as one- and two-
family dwellings or accessory buildings of closed construction built away from the site of occupancy typically 
by vocational schools or lumber yards. 

•	 Contains detailed regulations for the submittal of documents to be reviewed and approved prior to 
construction. Includes requirements for inspections to determine compliance with the Minnesota State 
Building Code.

•	 Is contained in Minnesota Rules Chapter 1360. 
•	 Prefabricated buildings must be constructed in 
accordance with the 2015 Minnesota Residential Code. 

EFFECTIVE DATES 
•	 Minnesota Rule Chapter 1360 became effective in 1995.
