Stairway chairlifts installed at other than a private residence must be approved prior to installation by the Access Review Board pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, section 471.471.  A person seeking approval by the Board must apply to the Department of Labor and Industry and pay a $70 fee.

Incomplete applications will be returned to the applicant and not processed by the Department until a completed application is received.
