Supplemental webform submissions

Work Comp Campus will use webforms to supplement a small number of transactions. The following
webforms will be used.

e Discontinuance webform — This webform will be used in situations where benefits are being
discontinued or suspended for reasons other than the employee’s return to work.

¢ Dependency webform — This webform will be used in situations where fatality benefits are
being paid to one or more dependents.

o Benefit addendum webform — This webform will be used when transactions are missed by
submitters that impact benefit calculations. The benefit addendum webform allows submitters
to break down individual benefit periods and will only be required upon request of the
Department of Labor and Industry.

e PPD follow-up webform — This webform will be used to supplement information for permanent
partial disability (PPD) benefit payments. This form can also be submitted via electronic data
interchange (EDI) as an XML attachment.
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
